Equations. Equations should be typewritten and the numbers for displayed
equation should be placed in parentheses at the right margin. References to equations
should use the form “equation (3.1)” or simply “(3.1)” Automatic numbering of the
equations is strongly preffered.

Figures. Figures must be prepared in a form suitable for direct reproduction. If
complicated figures or diagrams are used, the corresponding graphic files should be
included, preferably in eps or tiff format. Digital artwork of at least 300 dpi resolution
is accepted.
